Homework assignments will be 

an extension of what is learned in the classroom and not merely “busy work” or untaught 

concepts that may cause parents and children undue stress at home. 

 

Parent’s Responsibility: 

o Encourage your child to attend school regularly and be on time 

o Encourage your child to show positive school behavior 

o Have all supplies needed for learning 

o Review your child’s homework 

o Monitor television watching and encourage positive use of your child’s 

extracurricular time 

o Volunteer in your child’s school and classroom if time or schedule permits 

o Attend parent-teacher conferences, PTO, school programs, and participate, when 

appropriate, in decision relating to the education of your child.
